
Contract signing paves way for new school building on St Mary’s 
 
The Council of the Isles of Scilly has today concluded contract negotiations with Kier 
Regional Ltd (trading as Kier Western) enabling work now to progress on the £15m One 
School Pathfinder scheme at Old Town. 
 
The scheme will provide a through-school base for 3-16 year olds - a first in the Building 
Schools for the Future programme.  The new Five Islands School base on St Mary’s will 
provide facilities such as a nursery, primary and secondary class bases, sports hall, café, 
library, community rooms, multi-use games area and specialist teaching areas for Design & 
Technology, Art, Science and Music. 
 
The contract was signed and sealed in the Chief Executive’s office in the Town Hall, St Mary’s 
by the Chairman of Council, Cllr Julia Day. Witnessing the event were Richard Vaughan (Chair 
man of Governors, Five Islands School), David Snell (Operations Director at Kier), Philip 
Hygate (Chief Executive of the Council of the Isles of Scilly) and two pupil representatives 
from the school Jack Vaughan (10) and Estelle Acharya (10).  
 

 
 
Cllr Day commented ‘Today sees a significant milestone in the months of hard work we have 
put in since our successful funding submission to the Department for Children, Schools and 
Families. This new building will be a wonderful resource both for our young people and also 
for our community, providing facilities that we have dreamed of for many years. It is a 
testament to the strong partnership we have built with the school and our stakeholders that 
we are now able to give the green light to one of the most significant construction projects 
on the Islands for decades.’ 
 
Richard Vaughan concurs ‘The education of our children and young people is an overriding 
passion on the Isles of Scilly and this new building will enable us to realise the ambitions we 
have for each and every one of our students. The design process has been challenging and 
our key criterion has been to put children first and to create the educational spaces that will 
allow young minds to flourish.  I am also personally delighted to see the improvement in 
sporting facilities both indoor and outdoor.’ 
 
The turf cutting ceremony is scheduled to take place on 29th April.
